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Statistics

The AGPS monitoring and documentation team announced that "40"
Palestinian refugees died during July 2015, including "16" refugees died
due to gunshot, "4" refugees died due to torture in the Syrian regime's
prisons, (11) refugees died due to bombing, (2) refugees were
assassinated, a refugee drowned, and a victim died because of the

blockade and the lack of medical care.

Meanwhile, the AGPS pointed out that the Palestinian victims who died
during last July were distributed on the Syrian cities as follows: 21
refugees in Damascus, in addition to 2 refugees in Damascus suburb,
seven refugees in Daraa, five victims in Aleppo, and 5 refugees died in

different areas.

Recent Updates

Sporadic clashes still continuous in Yarmouk between Palestinian armed
groups and ISIS alongside Al-Nusra Front, causing no significant

progress for both sides.
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Meanwhile, ISIS still controls 60% of the camp, while the regular army

and armed groups control 40%.

MR.Khaled Abdel Majid, Secretary of the Palestinian Factions Alliance
close to the Syrian regime confirmed "indirect” contacts between ISIS

and Al-Nusra Front and the Syrian regime.

This was during a press interview with Al Ghad website in Amman last
Thursday; he added,” The PLO entered mediation between the two
parties in the meantime of conducting negotiations this month with the
two organizations to discuss their withdrawal from the Yarmouk refugee

camp."

He also explained that "ISIS" and "victory" request "the withdrawal of
1100 armed fighters from the southern region, which includes Yarmouk,
AlhajarAlaswad, and Altadamon, in condition to keep their weapons with
them, with the regularization of other numbers of them who will remain

based on the completion of reconciliation."

Mr. Abdel Majid stated that "the Syrian regime agreed to the withdrawal
of armed groups without their weapons, therefore the regime rejected
their departure with their weapons, and noted that" the organization sent
out, during this month, delegates for dialogue and negotiation with
"ISIS", but they have not achieved any result, as ISIS continued to attack
the camp.”

Adding that" coalition factions' forces held several meetings to assess
connections, and concluded the efficacy of its continuity,” what

constitutes a" dispute with some factions that takes the negotiations as
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opportunity for insurgents breathtaking before launching a new attack. "

Yarmouk camp

In the meantime, Department of Social Studies in the Palestine Charity
Committee, in spite of closing all its offices within the besieged Yarmouk
camp, works to provide bail for orphans and financial aid for the elderly
and the injured people of Yarmouk, both displaced to neighboring areas

or who are inside the camp.

Turning to Damascus suburb, where clashes broke out in the vicinity of
Khan Al Shieh camp between the Syrian armed opposition groups and the
Syrian regular army because of the regular army try to access areas
controlled by the opposition, through farms surrounding Al Salam
highway, coincided with artillery shelling targeted the area around the

camp.

In a different context, children of Yarmouk and Khan Al Shieh camps

organized a solidarity vigil with the Palestine children condemning the
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heinous crime which claimed the lives of the Palestinian baby Ali

Dawabsheh.

The children raised banners condemning the continued crimes of child
abuse "and called the international community to act quickly to put an

end to violations of Zionism against the Palestinian people.

Italy

Italian Coast Guard announced that it pulled out yesterday the bodies of
about five refugees drowned in the sea on their way to Italy, as the Coast
Guard confirmed that it saved nearly 1800 migrants were aboard large

rubber boat, including Syrians and Palestinian Syrians.

The UNHCR explained that quarter of the refugees who have arrived this

year to Italy are from countries such as Eritrea, Nigeria, Somalia, Sudan,

and Syria.
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The Action Group for Palestinians of Syria

The AGPS issued the English version of its documentary report entitled

‘Statistics of Palestinian Victims till June 2015' this morning.

The report documents 2910 Palestinian Syrian refugee victims who were
killed directly due to Bombing, clashes, torture in detention centers,
explosions, siege, and others were killed indirectly due to sank while

trying to reach Europe by what has become known as "Boats of Death".

It also indicates that 1860 victims were distributed on all Palestinian
refugee camps in Syria, such as Daraa in the north, Khan Dannon, Khan
Al Shieh, Al Sayeda Zainab, Yarmouk, Jaramana, Sbeina, Husseneia, Al
Aedein in Homs and Hama, AL Raml, Handarat and Al Nairab in the
south, in addition to the victims who died outside their camps in various

Syrian cities, and who died outside Syria.

The AGPS report documents the names of 78 Palestinian victims who

died due to torture since the beginning of March 2015. Most victims were
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recognized through the leaked photos of torture victims, and by

testimonies of released detainees from the Syrian regime's poisons.

The report includes the names of 46 Palestinian victims who died since

ISIS storming into the Yarmouk camp early on last April.

Meanwhile, the AGPS noted that its report concerns of documenting the
statistics of Palestinian refugee victims in Syria since the beginning of
events until the end of June 2015, with no concern about identifying the

actual doer.

Numbers and Statistics till 2/8/2015

e 80,000 Palestinian refugees escaped from Syria, including 10,687
refugees in Jordan, 51300 refugees in Lebanon, and 6,000 refugees in
Egypt, according to the UNRWA's statistics till February 2015.

e At least 36,000 Palestinian Syrian refugees have reached Europe
during the last 4 years.

e The Yarmouk Camp: - Siege, imposed by the Regular Army and
PFGC, continued for 761 days respectively. In addition, power cuts
continued for more than 831 days, water was cut for 321 days
respectively. The number of victims due to the siege has reached to
177 victims.

e Al Husayneyya Camp: - Regular Army is still preventing the residents
of the camp to return back to their houses for 642 days respectively.

e Al Sbeina Camp: - Regular Army is still preventing the residents of

the camp to return back to their houses for 623 days respectively.
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e Handarat Camp: - Residents have left the camp for 825 days after the
Syrian Opposition Groups controlled it.

e Dara’a Camp: - It is now almost 468 days without water and 70% of
its buildings were demolished.

e Jarmana, AL Saieda ZAinab, Al Raml, Al Aedein Camps in Homs and
Hamma: - A relatively quiet situation in light of the economic crises.

e Khan Al Sheih Camp: - Roads linking the camp to the city center are
still closed except for Zakia- Khan Al Shieh road.
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
